e Complete end-of-program evaluations and surveys.

e Adhere to and sign the LiftED Communication and Behaviour policies.

e Must attend at least 80% of scheduled sessions.

e Ontario Certified Teacher (OCT) certification is required.

e Strong passion for and commitment to supporting youth in their educational journey.

e Demonstrated ability to inspire and motivate children in an after-school or camp setting.

e Experience working with diverse populations, including multicultural and low-income
communities.

e Current vulnerable sector police check (required before program start).
